Children are granted an Education, Health & Care Plan (EHCP) 








EHCP Assessment


Children with long term needs, who receive continued support and intervention from external agencies, have an application made for an EHCP (Education, Health & Care Plan) assessment








Support Plan


For children who continue to require high levels of support and additional funding from the local authority, a Support Plan is drawn up by school staff, the pupil, parents and outside agencies








School Support Plus (for children who require intervention from external agencies)


Referrals to and support from external agencies. These include:  Educaiton P children who contine totargets and outcomes)to the quality first teachingth their child'ersonal targets, aspiratiEducation Psychology, Speech and Language Therapy, School Nurse, Occupational Therapy, North Star (Behaviour Support), Primary Mental Health Nursing team and Paediatrics


Pupils may also be referred to our school Play Therapist


Regular meetings with parents/carers and children are held to write and review outcomes on Individual Learning Plans (ILP) or Individual Behaviour Plans (IBPs)








School Support (provision we offer children who require additional support/ intervention to the Quality First Teaching)


Small group or 1-1 intervention, matched to a pupil’s needs, will be planned and delivered 


Interventions include: Nessy, Read Write Inc, Numbers Count, Talk Boost, Time to Talk, Socially Speaking and Play Therapy


Targets/Outcomes on an Individual Education Plan (ILP) may, at this stage, be co-produced by the class teacher, parent/carer and the pupil


Personalised behaviour strategies (eg: Calm to Crisis sheet) will be implemented and agreed by the parent/carer and the pupil











Quality First Teaching (provision we offer everyone)


Committed staff with up to date professional development


Regularly monitored quality first teaching by Class Teachers


Teacher Assistants who support whole class teaching, small groups and individual targeted support


Differentiated teaching in all subjects where learning is matched to all ability groups in the class.


 Parent consultation evenings twice a year and an open door policy for parents/carers to meet with their child’s class teacher and SENCo

Class teachers are continuously assessing and monitoring the children in their class. If a teacher is concerned about the progress a child is making, differentiated activities and resources are carefully planned and put into place.  Class teachers may also consider an intervention for your child to participate in. This is part of the quality first teaching all children receive.


If you and the class teacher continue to be concerned about the progress your child is making, you will work together to draw up specific outcomes on an Individual Learning Plan (ILP). This will be set up during a meeting with you, your child and the class teacher. Your child’s strengths, interests and views on his/her needs will be discussed as well as the interventions your child may receive. Your child will work either in a small group or in a 1-1 situation with the class teacher or a teacher assistant to work towards specific outcomes. The outcomes will be monitored and regular review meetings will be held. 


If you, the class teacher and the SENCo continue to feel concerned, we may also ask for your permission to liaise with outside agencies (for example, Speech and Language or the Educational Psychologist). This will provide us with specialist advice and support on specific provision for your child.








How does the education setting know if children/young people require extra help?





As mentioned above, the children are continuously assessed and monitored by the class teachers and ‘next step’ targets are set. Children’s achievements are celebrated in a variety of ways with weekly numeracy and literacy certificates and good behaviour awards. Children are also rewarded with team points. 


We have parents’ evening in the Autumn term and again in the Spring term. This is when the teachers will discuss the progress your child is making and you can have a look through books and the work your child has been covering. You will also receive an annual report in the summer term. 


If your child has individual targets on an Individual Learning Plan (ILP), these will be set up and reviewed with you at least three times a year. An annual review is held if your child has a Support Plan or an Education Health Care Plan (EHCP)


Teachers have class pages on our school website for you to keep up to date with curriculum information, homework and events. Letters are also sent home regularly. 


We are a very friendly and approachable staff here at Brentry and the teachers are very keen to work with you as partners in your child’s education. If you have any questions or concerns at any stage of the year, please come and see your child’s class teacher and they will arrange a meeting with you. The teachers are always visible at the start and end of the school day and are keen to establish positive relationships with you.








How will the staff and I know the progress my child is making?  How will you help me to support my child’s learning?





The emotional health and well being of all pupils is very important to the staff at Brentry Primary School.  


Children’s social and emotional development is integrated into all aspects of the school day, including assemblies, the teaching of topics and curriculum subjects, playtimes, lunchtimes and extra-curricular activities. 


Personal, Social and Health Education (PSHE) is delivered through the Jigsaw scheme of work. When pupils require additional support with their social, emotional and mental health, interventions are delivered by members of our staff. There are also outside agencies who can support your child.


The school also has a thorough Behaviour Policy, Safeguarding Policy and Equal Opportunities Policy. These are consistently and effectively used by all members of staff. 


The staff and leadership team value the views and opinions of our pupils and their parents/carers. Pupils’ views and opinions are sought through the School Council, pupil conferencing and questionnaires. There is also a Parent’s Forum which meets to discuss views and ideas from our parents and carers. 











How will the school cater for the overall well being of my child?








It is important that all children, including those with special educational needs and disabilities, receive a rich and varied curriculum. We run a number of different extra-curricular activities which we endeavour to open to all children regardless of any special educational needs or disabilities they may have.  


On planning a school trip or residential visit, the class teachers will endeavour to select a venue that is accessible for all members of the class and a thorough risk assessment will be written. The risk assessment highlights any concerns for safety and access on the trip (eg. crossing a road, any uneven surfaces, climbing stairs etc). Where able, the team leader will then put reasonable adjustments in place to ensure everyone is safe and included in all the activities.  


Parents can ask to see a copy of Risk Assessments that have been made for school trips and events.





How will my child be included in activities outside the classroom including school trips?





All members of staff receive frequent training in all aspects of education. This ensures we have up to date training and development opportunities.  Training is delivered through In-Service Training Days (INSET) and CPD courses offered by Bristol City Council.  


We currently have staff members trained in many interventions including Numicon, Numbers Count, Nessy, Read Write Inc, Phonics and Talk Boost. 


Specialist Services also provide training for key members of staff who work with individual children with specific learning difficulties and/or disabilities. This ensures the correct provision and resources are planned and implemented.








 





What training do members of staff receive at Brentry?








Brentry Primary School is on two floors. Reception and Key Stage 1 have the classrooms on the ground floor and Key Stage 2 accommodates the first floor classrooms.


To support accessibility, we have a lift for children, staff, parents and visitors who have difficulty using stairs. We have ramps that allow full wheelchair access to and from the KS1 and KS2 playgrounds. The school has recently had a major refurbishment and the school now has accessible automatic sliding doors at the entrance to the school.


We also have a disabled parking bay, a disabled toilet and a shower room.
